The Unity Candle signifies many things, for many.  It represents the "Trinity" - the Father Son and Holy Ghost. 

When we use candles in a wedding service, the two outer candles represent the two people before you now.  The center is the unity candle.  

Today, We are combining two individual spirits into one.  It symbolizes the coming together of your past and your future. It also symbolizes the union that exists between a man and woman who enter into the Holy Estate of matrimony. 

They are no longer two separate individuals, but One. One in spirit, One In Heart, and One In love. 

Scripture Says: "For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife, and they shall become one flesh." 

Colossians 3:14 NIV tells us, ...over these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity.
