4 Kinds Of People

Mark 4: 3 Hearken; Behold, there went out a sower to sow:
4 And it came to pass, as he sowed, some seeds fell by the way side, and the fowls of the air came and devoured it up.
5 And some seeds fell on stony ground, where it had not much earth; and immediately it sprang up, because it had no depth of earth: 6 But when the sun was up, it was scorched; and because it had no root, it withered away.
7 And some fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up, and choked it, and it yielded no fruit.
8 And other fell on good ground, and did yield fruit that sprang up and increased; and brought forth, some thirty, and some sixty, and some an hundred.

Let’s look to Mark to understand the most famous parable in the bible.

The interpretation:

Mark tells us that The sower soweth the word.  When ever we talk about the Word, God, or Jesus with someone, we are sowing a seed with in them.  Let us read together from Mark chapter 4 verse 14 shall we to better understand what Jesus was saying that day.

Mark 4: 14 The sower soweth the word.
15 And these are they by the way side, where the word is sown; but when they have heard, Satan cometh immediately, and taketh away the word that was sown in their hearts.


16 And these are they likewise which are sown on stony ground; who, when they have heard the word, immediately receive it with gladness;
17 And have no root in themselves, and so endure but for a time: afterward, when affliction or persecution ariseth for the word's sake, immediately they are offended.


18 And these are they which are sown among thorns; such as they that hear the word, 

(They don’t listen to what’s being said They are caught up in Them - Self, Work, Family.  They don’t have time to hear about God, Jesus, Salvation.  There’s way to many distractions so they tune it out as soon as it’s being said. ) Listen how Mark puts it.. 


19 And the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, chokes the word, and it becometh unfruitful.

Are we too busy in our own lives today to hear the Gospel, feel it’s meaning in our hearts? Are you full of thorns today, worrying about things you have no control over?

Or are you on fertile soil ground ready to receive God’s message today?

 
20 And these are they which are sown on good ground; such as hear the word, and receive it, and bring forth fruit, some thirty fold, some sixty, and some an hundred.

This line has always been my personal blessing.  I want to be the seed that grows and produces fruit.  Don’t you?    We are the fruit of the Vine, those who pick us, pick God’s word as we share it.  You don’t have to be Preacher, though some may be called to ministry to share about God’s love and what he’s done in your life.  You don’t even have to a Christian.  You just have to have the seeds in your pocket – the spirit and idea – we are all the sowers of the word weather we realize it or not.  

Those around us are looking at us, our actions, and reactions to things.  When we give praise and glory to God for our day, we’re sowing a seed.  How many times a day are you sowing a seed with someone around you?  Do you say have a blessed day to those you talk with, or May God bless you today and meet your needs?  These are the seeds of hope for the hopeless. 

If you are on fertile ground, you’ll say these words with out even thinking about it – they’ll flow from you like a river to those who need to hear it.  Those whom you meet and talk with will know you are a believer in Christ and in doing so, you will be showing your armor of faith.  Today, let your seed bear fruit, let them feast upon you fruit, but make sure you are on fertile ground lest you be choked out and wither just like the seeds that never developed fully.
